In Bangkok Floating Markets, Thailand, one of the most popular ones, any visitors can buy local foods and traditional hand-made souvenirs.

Bregenzer Festspiele （Opera festival）

The Bregenz Festival is held every year from July to August in Vorarlberg, Austria. It has the world's largest stage on the water. The performances are different every year but they are usually united by one theme. The decorations （装饰）are very impressive and are worth seeing.

Viva, Artificial Island

Artificial islands are not something new. What makes this island special is that . it is floating. Viva is the largest out of three man-made islands along with Vista and Tera, all situated in Seoul, South Korea. The island weighs 2,000-tons and is technically a buoy （浮标）.The island unfortunately is not carbon-neutral （碳中和） but it has solar panels which can generate electricity to power the hall, restaurants and shopping malls.

Marina Bay Floating Platform Stadium

This stadium was built as a temporary solution while Singapore National Stadium was rebuilt. Now it is used for different sporting events, concerts, and festivals. In particular, it was once used for the opening and closing ceremonies during the 2010 Summer Youth Olympics.

细节理解题。根据“Bangkok Floating Markets”部分最后一句“In Bangkok Floating Markets, Thailand, one of the most popular ones, any visitors can buy local foods and traditional hand-made souvenirs.”(泰国曼谷水上市场是最受欢迎的水上市场之一，任何游客都可以购买当地食物和传统手工纪念品。)可知，在曼谷的水上市场游客们可以购物。故选C。

【2题详解】

细节理解题。根据“Viva, Artificial Island”部分最后一句“The island unfortunately is not carbon-neutral （碳中和） but it has solar panels which can generate electricity to power the hall, restaurants and shopping malls.”(不幸的是，这座岛不是碳中性的，但它有太阳能电池板，可以发电为大厅、餐厅和购物中心提供动力。)可知，Viva拥有利用太阳能的设备。故选B。

【3题详解】

About 12 years ago, Sandy Cambron noticed her mother, Pearl Walker, had become quiet after she moved into a nursing home for patients of Alzheimer's disease in Kentucky.

“We tried everything — photos, old stories — but nothing worked,” she said. “It was really hard for everyone to see how she had changed.” Then one day while Sandy was in a toy store, she had an idea: Why not give Pearl a baby doll so she could feel as if she were caring for something again? And why not give one to all the other care center seniors?

As soon as Sandy gave Pearl the doll, her mother's face lit up. “She started talking again and she never went anywhere without that baby,” Sandy said. “She took 'baby' to the dining room with her and slept with her in her arms every night. When she passed away a year later, we even buried her with that well-loved baby doll.”

In the following 10 years, Sandy and her husband, Wayne Cambron, continued to buy dolls and hand them out to the elderly of care centers near their home every New Year. Now Pearl's Memory Babies is a nonprofit (非营利) organization that has contributed more than 300 dolls to old people with Alzheimer's disease at nursing homes since February 2018.

Last year, Sandy posted New Year’s photos on Facebook, all of which are about seniors reacting to dolls that she and Wayne sent to a local nursing home. The post was shared more than 210,000 times overnight. People gave almost $15,000 online. That helped the group buy many dolls.

“The dolls offer treatment and comfort,” said Elise Hinchman, who works at a care center in Kentucky, "Some seniors cry when they get a doll. And they always rock and talk to their dolls. People with Alzheimer might lose their memories, but they don't lose their ability to love.”

【5题详解】

细节理解题。根据第三段第一句“As soon as Sandy gave Pearl the doll, her mother's face lit up.(Sandy一把娃娃给Pearl，她妈妈的脸上就容光焕发了)”可知，Pearl收到娃娃后非常高兴。故选B。

【6题详解】

主旨大意题。根据第五段第二句到最后“The post was shared more than 210,000 times overnight. People gave almost $15,000 online. That helped the group buy many dolls.(这条贴子一夜之间被转发超过21万次。人们在网上捐出了近1.5万美元。这帮助这个团体买了很多娃娃)”可知，第五段主要是讲人们对Sandy的贴子的反应。故选B。

【7题详解】

主旨大意题。根据最后一段第一句“The dolls offer treatment and comfort(娃娃提供治疗和安慰)”和最后一句“People with Alzheimer might lose their memories, but they don't lose their ability to love. (老年痴呆症患者可能会失去记忆，但他们不会失去爱的能力)”可知，文章主要是讲娃娃让老年痴呆症患者得到安慰和振奋。故选C。

C

Chinese archaeologists （考古学家）announced on Saturday that some new major discoveries have been made at the Sanxingdui Ruins site in Southwest China, helping uncover another start of the Chinese civilization.

Archaeologists have found six new sacrificial pits （祭祀坑）and unearthed more than 500 treasures dating back 3,000 years at the Sanxingdui Ruins in Sichuan Province. So far, archaeologists have unearthed masses of important cultural items from four of the pits, including pieces of gold masks, gold foil, bronze （青铜）masks, bronze trees and large numbers of ivories. The rest of the newly discovered pits arc still being dug up.

“Surprisingly, we have unearthed some never — heard — of — before bronze items," said Lei Yu, from the Sichuan Archaeology Research Institute. 'Tor instance, some large and well-made bronze items have strange-looking dragon or cow designs on them.”

In another major discovery, relics of silk products were found for the first time at Sanxingdui, which shows “the ancient Shu Kingdom was one of the important starts of silk in ancient China" according to Tang Fei, head of the digging team.

The new pits sit next to two sacrificial pits discovered in 1986, with areas ranging between 3o square meters and 19 square meters. Together they form an area in which people of the ancient Shu civilization held ceremonies to offer sacrifices to heaven, earth and their forefathers, and prayed for good luck and peace.

The Sanxingdui Ruins is regarded as one of the greatest archaeological finds of mankind in the 20th century. The site was accidentally discovered by a farmer in the 1920s. The ruins are located in the city of Guanghan, about 60 kilometers from Chengdu and are believed to be the relics of the Shu Kingdom.

【8题详解】

细节理解题。根据第二段第一句“Archaeologists have found six new sacrificial pits （祭祀坑）and unearthed more than 500 treasures dating back 3,000 years at the Sanxingdui Ruins in Sichuan Province.”(考古学家在四川三星堆遗址发现了6个新的祭祀坑，出土了500多件距今3000年的珍宝。)可知，出土的宝藏可以追溯到3000年前。故选C。

【9题详解】

细节理解题。根据第四段中的“In another major discovery, relics of silk products were found for the first time at Sanxingdui, which shows “the ancient Shu Kingdom was one of the important starts of silk in ancient China”(另一个重大发现是，三星堆首次发现了丝绸制品的遗迹，表明“古蜀是中国古代丝绸的重要起点之一”)可知，丝绸制品遗迹的发现意味着古蜀也是丝绸之乡。故选B。

【10题详解】

细节理解题。根据倒第二段最后一句“Together they form an area in which people of the ancient Shu civilization held ceremonies to offer sacrifices to heaven, earth and their forefathers, and prayed for good luck and peace.”(它们共同构成了古蜀文明的人们举行祭祀天地和祖先，祈求好运和和平的仪式的区域。)可知，祭祀坑的主要功能是举行祭祀仪式。故选D。

【11题详解】

细节理解题。根据最后一段第二句“The site was accidentally discovered by a farmer in the 1920s.”(该遗址是在20世纪20年代被一位农民偶然发现的。)可知，一个农民最先发现了三星堆遗址。故选A。

Masks that helped save lives during the Covid-19 pandemic （疫情）are proving a deadly risk for wildlife, with birds and sea creatures trapped in many facial coverings in animal habitats.

Single-use masks have been found on the ground, waterways and beaches worldwide since countries required （heir use in public places to slow the pandemic's spread. Worn once, the thin protective materials can take hundreds of years to break down. "Face masks aren't going away any time soon-but when we throw them away, these items can harm the environment and the animals who share our planet," Ashley from anima! rights group PETA said.

Monkeys have been found playing with used masks in the hills outside Malaysia's capital Kuala Lumpur. And in an incident in Britain, a seagull was saved in Chelmsford after its legs got caught in an abandoned mask for a week.

However, the biggest influence is in the water. More than 1.5 billion masks made their way into the world's oceans last year, accounting for around 6200 extra tons of ocean plastic pollution, according to environmental group OceansAsia. “Masks and gloves are particularly problematic for sea creatures," says George Leonard, chief scientist from NGO. "When those plastics break down in the environment, they form smaller and smaller particles （颗粒）.Those particles then enter the food chain and influence the entire ecosystem,“ he added.

Campaigners have urged people to deal with masks properly after using them. OceansAsia has also called on governments to increase punishment for littering and encourage the use of washable masks.

【12题详解】

细节理解题。根据第一段第一句“Masks that helped save lives during the Covid-19 pandemic （疫情）are proving a deadly risk for wildlife, with birds and sea creatures trapped in many facial coverings in animal habitats.”(在新冠疫情期间帮助拯救生命的口罩被证明对野生动物具有致命的危险，在动物栖息地的许多面罩中，鸟类和海洋生物被困在其中)可知，废口罩现在给野生动物带来了很大的危险。故选A。

【13题详解】

词句猜测题。根据第四段最后两句“When those plastics break down in the environment, they form smaller and smaller particles （颗粒）.Those particles then enter the food chain and influence the entire ecosystem”(当这些塑料在环境中分解时，会形成越来越小的颗粒，这些颗粒进入食物链，影响整个生态系统)可知，此处是指对于海洋生物来说，口罩和手套尤其成问题。所以problematic意为 “令人感到棘手的”。故选D。

【14题详解】

推理判断题。根据第四段第一句“However, the biggest influence is in the water.”(然而，最大的影响是在水里)和第三句“Masks and gloves are particularly problematic for sea creatures”(口罩和手套对海洋生物来说尤其成问题)可知，用过的口罩对海洋生物有更坏的影响。故选C。

【15题详解】

推理判断题。根据最后一段第一句“Campaigners have urged people to deal with masks properly after using them.”(活动人士敦促人们在使用口罩后正确处理口罩)可知，人们在使用口罩后应正确处理口罩，把用过的口罩放在回收箱里是一种正确的处理方式。故选D。

【16题详解】

根据前文“Here are several benefits of doing your workouts outdoors. (以下是户外锻炼的几个好处)”可知，此处是讲户外锻炼的好处，根据后文“It's free. (这是免费的)”，“It's social and increases responsibility. (它是社交性的，增加了责任感)”可知，句式应类似这两个句子。根据后文“The first, and perhaps most important benefit, is that being in nature increases feelings of well-being and life satisfaction. (第一个，也许也是最重要的好处是，身处大自然可以增加人们的幸福感和生活满意度)”可知，此处是讲户外锻炼让你感觉幸福和放松，所以选项A“它让你放松和快乐。”切合文意。故选A。

【17题详解】

根据前文“There are many benefits of working with an exercise professional in a gym or fitness facility, but doing outdoor exercise is a great way to save money. (在健身房或健身设施中与专业的运动人士一起工作有很多好处，但做户外运动是一个省钱的好方法)”可知，此处是讲做户外运动很省钱，所以选项E “你可以不花一分钱做不同的户外锻炼。”切合文意。故选E。

【18题详解】

根据前文“It's social and increases responsibility. (它是社交性的，增加了责任感)”可知，此处是讲户外锻炼具有社交性，所以选项G“每周六你都可以参加户外运动俱乐部，结交新朋友。”切合文意。故选G。

【19题详解】

根据前文“If so, you've added two main parts to your exercise program: social support and responsibility. (这样的话，你已经在你的锻炼计划中加入了两个主要部分：社会支持和责任)”可知，选项D中的both是指“social support and responsibility”，这对长期参加户外锻炼很重要。所以选项D“这两方面对长期参与都很重要。”切合文意。故选D。

【20题详解】

前文“It's important to note that the benefits of outdoor exercise start at 120 minutes per week. (值得注意的是，户外运动的好处始于每周120分钟)”和后文“More time spent exercising outside beyond those 120 minutes will have more benefits, but that's a great goal for most people. (在户外锻炼的时间超过120分钟会有更多的好处，但这对大多数人来说是一个很大的目标)”可知，此处是讲没有必要去做太高强度的锻炼。所以选项F“但你不必以最快的速度上坡下坡来看效果。”切合文意，和前文构成转折，对应转折词but。故选F。
